(7) except for the Secretary’s initial report
under this subsection, a description of the percent-
age of the businesses initially created by the entre-
prenecurs granted immigrant and nonimmigrant visas
authorized under this subtitle and the amendments
made by this subtitle, that are still in operation; and

(8) any recommendations for improving the
programs established under this subtitle and the

amendments made by this subtitle.
